Photo criteria: Matt Harding, founder of auburn art gallery, will choose roughly 20-25 photos
for the exhibition. They will be selected based on quality and originality. All photographic work
will be reviewed; however, photography must be the primary medium. The top three images will
be recognized at the gallery and on our Flickr page.
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
